    Walking With “Difficult” People

Nearly everyone has at least one person in life with whom it’s hard to get along. This problem is not a new one, in fact it’s been around the beginning of mans existence. We can read in the old covenant were the Israelites shared the promise land with entire nations with whom they were in constant conflict. (Judg. 3:1-4).


Israel was to suppose to displace these groups as it took possession of Canaan (Duet. 7). But for various reasons, many Canaanites were left. During the period of the judges, God used them to challenge his people, to punish them for violating His laws, and to turn them back towards Him.


As you think about people in your life with whom you frequently run into conflict, in it possible that God who is omniscient and omnipotent may have placed them in your path to challenge your faith and open your eyes to areas were you are not following Him? Perhaps it’s an unreasonable supervisor, an abrasive employee, a usually demanding customer, or an abrasive insensitive relative. Could it be that these co-called “difficult” people are not really problems but God given opportunities to change you and develop in you the growth He desires for the work that waits ahead.

Here are a few points to consider:
1. Consider changing your prayer from removal to understanding.
2. Consider that encouragement only begins with words but ends in action.
3. Focus on encouragement through being a prayer warrior and comforter.
4. Whenever someone cries out for help and you are moved go to them.
5. Consider the lost around you and encourage them to be taught about Jesus.
